SWIM TEST REQUIREMENTS

e Every person 13 years old and under must take a swim

test to be able to swim in the deep end alone and use the slides
o Swimmer must swim 25 yards without assistance
« Tread water for 1 minute
« Float on their back for 1 minute
To indicate a swimmer passed the test they will receive a colored
bracelet that must be worn at all times in the pool area. Blue indicates
child is under 54" and may only use the blue slide. Red indicates child
is taller than 54" and may us both slides.

ADULT SWIM

May be called on the hour, starting at 12pm, and lasts 15 minutes (at
discretion of the deck manager). Anyone under the age of 18 must
exit the pool. Slides will be closed during this time.

In order to have a safe and fun summer,

we remind parents to review these safety
rules with their children. The family fun pool
has many features and attractions. It is
imperative for parents to keep a close eye on
their children at all times. It is important that
your children do not go past where they can
stand if they are not swimmers. Parents must
supervise non-swimmer children at all times.

POOL RULES

e Diapers are prohibited in the main pool. Swim diapers
must be worn for non-potty trained children in the
kiddie pool

e No running

e If no lifeguard is on duty, swimming is not allowed

e Everyone 13 years and under must pass “deep end" test
in order to use slides and go past the 5 foot section

« Spitting or blowing the nose is prohibited while in the pool

e Do not use the pool while under the influence of alcohol
ordrugs

» Smoking is not allowed
e Glass is prohibited in the pool area
e Appropriate swim wear must be worn in the pool

« No flotation devices are allowed unless approved
by management

¢ Diving is allowed only in designated areas

e Kickboards, Fins, Aqua Weights are for exercise and
classes only

e Parents/ Guardians must accompany non swimmers or
swimmers in coast guard approved flotation devices in
the water at all times

o Water wings are not permitted

e Children 10 years and older can stay at the pools without
a parent atthe pool (parent must be at the club) once
they pass a swim test administered by the lifeguard

e Reserving chairs prior to pool opening is not allowed

¢ Please rinse off in the shower before entering pool

e The club accepts no liability for the injury, death, or
loss associated with the use of the pool, e.g. articles of
clothing, valuables, etc.

e Must be 44" to ride down the blue slide and be 54" to ride
down the red slide

e Maximum weight is 250 lb.

« Only one person may go down the slide at a time. No
chain of people holding onto one another. No holding
small children while sliding

e Users are to use only after splashdown area is cleared

¢ No life jackets or loose clothing to be worn while sliding
o No head first or backwards entry allowed from slides

* No goggles or masks can be worn while going down the
slides

e Riders must be in good physical condition and free from
any physical limitation to participate

¢ DO NOT STAND UP AT ANY TIME

~ DIVINGRULES ~ JX KIDDIE POOLRULES

¢ Only one person on the diving board at a time

¢ Only one jump on the board

e No back flips allowed

e Diver must be facing forward, no backward entries
¢ Diving board will be open on a 20 minute rotation

e Children must be accompanied by an adult at all times
e This pool is indented for children 4 years old and under
e Non-potty trained children must wear a swim diaper.

Failure to abide by these rules may result in injury to yourself or others, or you can be prohibited from the pool.
